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DE SOTO HIGH SCHOOL MUSIC DEPARTMENT OVERNIGHT TRIP GUIDELINES
GENERAL

1. All current De Soto High School and De Soto Public School District rules apply at all times during the trip.

2. Students will need to provide money for meals (except continental hotel breakfast) and any souvenirs, extra food or snacks, or any other extra item.  Students purchasing souvenirs are responsible for making sure any of these items get home.

3. Students must understand the Music Directors, School Staff, and Designated Chaperones will be over-seeing all aspects of this trip and will be in charge at all times.  Failure to follow the directions of these Director’s, School Staff, and Chaperones may result in being sent home at the parent or guardian’s expense.
4. The possession or use of any tobacco product, alcohol product, chemicals, inhalants, or any intoxicants or mood altering drugs is prohibited.  Any student violating this policy will be sent home at their parent or guardian’s expense and then referred to their campus administrator.  

5. Students are not to leave an assigned area for any reason or get in any vehicle other than school designated transportation.
6. Any student in violation of local, state, or federal laws will be turned over to law enforcement authorities.  If a student returns to the group, he/she will be sent home at their parent or guardian’s expense.

7. Violation of any of these guidelines may result in permanent removal from De Soto High School music programs.

TRAVELING ON THE BUS

1. Please be aware, we will be on the buses for a long time on both the trip to and from Gatlinburg.  It is recommended that each student bring a sweatshirt or warm clothes in case the temperature on the bus gets chilly.  We do not encourage blankets and a sweatshirt is a much safer and sensible option.

2. If the students bring iPods, cameras, or other electronic devices, we cannot be responsible for them.  The student will be responsible for keeping up with such items themselves.
3. The rules for travel on the buses will require female students on one side of the bus and male students on the other side.  Under no circumstances should a male and female student be seat partners.

4. Students are not allowed to bring coolers on the bus with them.  Drinks may NOT be in glass bottles or an ‘open container’ (cans and gas station or fast food cups).  Only drinks  in plastic, re-sealable bottles will be permitted.

STAYING IN THE HOTEL

1. Students will be staying in rooms of four student occupants, in all male, or all female arrangements.  While in the rooms, students must adhere to all rules of both the hotel and the De Soto Public School District.  Proper care and courtesy of the rooms will need to be a priority.  Students need to leave the hotel in proper order and remain good occupants.

2.  There will be NO boys in girl’s rooms or girls in boy’s rooms for any reason.  Any student or students violating this guideline will be sent home at their parent or guardian’s expense.
3. Students will not be out of their rooms after curfew unless accompanied by an adult Chaperone, School Staff Member, or Music Director.  Students will be given a Chaperone’s phone number to call in case of an emergency.  Any student in violation of this guideline may be sent home at their parent or guardian’s expense.  There will be security on the premises.
4. Any property damage caused by a student will be the responsibility of their parents or guardians to pay the expenses.

5. If the hotel must make an adjustment to another guest’s account, due to excessive noise, rowdiness or any other form of misconduct, the student(s) responsible and their parents or guardians will responsible for the amount charged back to the music department.
6. Housekeeping policy states, if there are any personal items left on the floor, bed or any other areas to be cleaned, housekeepers are not allowed to move or touch guests’ personal items.  This will result in the room not being cleaned correctly, i.e. personal items left on the floor-the room will NOT be vacuumed.  Personal items on the bed-the bed will NOT be made.  In order to ensure that you receive the best possible cleaning service, please have all personal items put away.
7. Chaperones, School Staff Members, Music Directors, and STUDENTS are not allowed to purchase in-room movies or in-room video games.  Please leave all hotel property in the room.  Individuals will be held responsible for missing hotel items.
IN CASE OF EMERGENCY

1. In the event of a medical emergency, every effort will be made to contact you or the contacts on your medical form, but if no one can be contacted, ultimately the Music Directors must be able to act in the best interest of the student.

a. Medical forms are attached to this packet and handed out in class for the Gatlinburg trip to help assure all medical information is current and accurate.

b. Make sure your medical form is completed with current and accurate phone numbers.

c. Make sure you are aware that you are responsible for any medical expenses incurred.

d. Make sure insurance information is supplied for the fastest possible treatment.

e. If you do not have insurance, please write on the medical form “NO INSURANCE” so the Music Directors will be aware.

COMMUNICATIONS
1. A contact phone number will be supplied to all parents in case you require emergency contact.

2. Students are allowed to have cell phones during the trip.  While students are responsible for their phones, the Music Directors will only have the students turn their phones “off” during musical performance.  Cell phones should remain on the rest of the trip.
